The Chinese Alligator is a unique species of China amongst the world endangered reptiles, ranking the first-grade State protection wild animal and only 120-150 reserved wild. The film will be divided into Habitat, Biological Characteristics, Living History, Mating behavior, Reproduction, Cave Inside, Eating Habit, History Retrospect, Link with Chinese Dragon—Origin with Chinese Traditional Culture, Status-Quo and Protection, etc. The film will be live-action mainly, to wait and catch the scenes. We’ll basically take “jump-cutting” method and use super-length lens to shoot the scenes such as “building nest”, “laying eggs”, “protection of eggs” and “prey-catching” etc. We’ll also adopt infrared photography technology to ensure the authenticity in timing and the accuracy of the micro part. We’ll use wash-painting method, 3D animation, microphotography, and macrophotography that the live-action shooting is hard to reach.

Introduction of Content

China has a unique wildlife resource. Out of filming permits and other issues, some animals can not have good performance. This film will fill this gap. “Call of The Wild" receives the unprecedented cooperation from China government, scientific community and the relevant non-governmental organizations and obtained a great deal of valuable materials. We have a large material proportion, almost 1:100.

“Call of The Wild" is divided into two episodes, water and land. The filming range stretches across China. Snow leopard, Siberian tiger and other species, which the world pays attention to, are included. A wide range of animals, which live in areas where foreign photographers can not get filming permit, are covered, such as camelus ferus, living in Lop Nor Desert, the nuclear launch site of China.

The program has been filmed for one year now, and it is predicted at the end of 2011 the post-production will begin after finishing the filming. At present, it is successful that HD materials of dozens of wild animals have been obtained, including recording feeding, estrus and other ecological behaviors of camelus ferus for the first time in history.
