The 6th China International Conference of Science & Education Producers 2010 (CICSEP) will be held in Suzhou between 17~20 September, 2010. CICSEP was founded by China Association for Science and Technology (CAST) and is hosted by China Science Film and Video Association（CSFVA）. 
The “China Dragon Awards” is an integral part of CICSEP and rewards outstanding documentaries (including docudrama / docu-animation) in the fields of science and education from around the world. 

The Awards are open to all producers and broadcasters, and CICSEP cordially invites you to participate in this prestigious competition. The guidelines are as follows:

Award Categories 

The 2010 “China Dragon Awards” has six categories:

Nature & Environment - Life & Medicine - Archeology - Discoveries & Inventions - People - Education 
The best films in each category will be rewarded with one Gold, two Silver and three Bronze Awards. In addition, the Judging Committee may issue special awards for extremely excellent documentaries.
With participant consent, selected award-winning films will be included in a broadcast exhibition on TV stations in China.

The deadline for all entries is June 30, 2010.

Entry fee
US$50 entry fee is required for each program submitted. For qualifying overseas participants (including Hongkong, Macao, Taiwan), there is no entry fee for the first five films entered. Normal rates apply for further entries.

Submission Requirements 

Only programs first broadcast or publicly released after January 1 2008 are eligible. 

For each participating program, the following are required:

· 1 completed and signed Registration Form (form attached).

· 2 x DVD copies (PAL format) with English soundtrack or subtitles or electronic script. 
· 1 x 60 second trailer for use in CICSEP promotional films. 
· Participants are invited to submit production photos and other press materials to support their entries.

In the event that trailers are not provided, the Organizing Committee shall be entitled to use 1 minute of content from each submitted program for promotional purposes.
